Leggings: Not allowed (only in PE)

Hoodies: Not allowed (Team members may buy hoodies and
jumpers with the school logo, but they can't be worn as part of the
school uniform).

Jewellery: No other jewellery including bracelets or necklaces
should be worn. Learners are advised not to bring any jewellery to
school.

Tattoos: Learners with tattoos must keep them covered at all
times.

Personal Possessions

Mobile devices:

Using mobile devices is prohibited on the school
grounds (onsite out of sight). These devices must be
switched off and kept in bags, out of sight on school
grounds. Audio equipment or speakers are also not
allowed. If a learner brings a mobile device or
headphones or audio player to school, it is at their own
risk. The school will not be responsible for any loss,
theft, or damage to these items. If the items are seen,
they will be confiscated in line with the behaviour
policy.

Money / Wristwatches / Jewellery:

Learners are responsible for any small amounts of
money or wristwatches or Jewellery they bring to
school.
